9-year old Amber Hagerman was last seen being snatched off  of her bicycle and forced inside a 

black pickup truck on January 13,  1996 in Arl ington, Texas.  Four days later,  a man walking his dog 

found her body f ive miles away in a creek .  The police investigation went cold amid indic ations that the 

police had bungled the c ase. The c ase gave way to AMBER ALERTS that are used today to put out 

warning for missing children.  Crude drawings depicting the murder were found at the crime scene. 

Former FBI serial  ki l ler investigator,  John Douglas,  the subject of Netfl ix’s Mindhunter assisted Riggs 

in an analysis for his news report.  In the wake of the report,  the loc al police department dispatched 

officers to the scene to destroy al l  traces of the evidence. Today, Riggs and the prison investigator 

on the c ase are prepared to answer the question,  “ Who Kil led Amber ?”

George Hennard crashed his pickup through the front door of a Luby ’s Cafeteria during the lunch hour.  

He jumped out and opened fire.  He ki l led 23 people and wounded 27 others.  After a brief shootout 

with police,  Hennard fatally shot himself.   At the t ime in 1991,  it  was the deadliest mass shooting by 

a lone gunman in U.S.  history only to be surpassed by the Virginia Tech shooting.  Why did he do it? 

The mystery remains.  The incident prompted passage of the concealed c arry law in Texas.

EPISODE 1: The  Luby’s  Massacre
In the late 1990s a mysterious epidemic of teenage heroin overdose deaths swept through Plano, 

Texas,  an affluent suburb of Dallas.  Teens were snorting the new popular drug of choice c alled “Chiva”. 

It  was a potent form of black tar heroin.  The DEA sent in its top undercover agent to identif y the heroin 

suppliers.  The c artels were l iterally walking “Chiva” across the border with Mexico past immigration 

officers hidden in hollowed-out heels of cowboy boots.  In the wake of the overdos e deaths,  Texas 

lawmakers passed legislation that made s ell ing drugs that result  in an overdos e a murder charge.  And 

they passed legislation that made it  a crime for people that witness an overdos e if  they do not seek 

emergency medic al  help.  The lone survivor of a heroin overdos e remains confined to a wheelchair 

today suffering from some brain damage. He and his parents are available to talk about the c ase.

EPISODE 4: CHIVA - Black Tar Heroine

In 2015 the deadliest biker shootout in U.S.  history erupted at a Twin Peaks restaurant in Waco, Texas. 

As terrif ied dinners took cover,  a bloody melee broke out between 200 members of r ival  gangs, the 

Bandidos and the Cossacks.  Police c ameras c aptured the deadly brawl.  When the smoke cleared, 

9 gang members were dead and 20 others were injured. Police arrested 17 7 bikers,  however,  a 

prosecutorial  f iasco fol lowed over the next four years.  The only pers on to go to tr ial  was Christopher 

Carrizal ,  president of the Dallas Bandidos chapter.  The county spent $1.3 mil l ion preparing for 

Carrizal ’s tr ial  and investigating al l  of  the Twin Peaks c as es.  In November 2017,  the jury in Carrizal ’s 

c ase voted 10-2 for acquittal ,  c ausing a mistrial .  Many of thos e arrested were bystanders and have 

f i led mil l ions in civi l  r ights lawsuits against the police and DA . Voters kicked the DA out of office and 

his replacement dropped al l  of  the charges.

EPISODE 4: TWIN PEAKS MASSACRE

The deadliest biker shootout in U.S. History



In Texas, Ashley ’s laws require convicted sex offenders to register with a loc al law enforcement agency.  

The sex offender registry is available on-l ine to let the public know if  an offender l ives nearby.  Seven-

year-old Ashley Estell  is  the namesake of the law. She was abducted from a soccer tournament as 

her mother watched her brother playing at a popular venue in Plano, Texas,  an affluent suburb of 

Dallas.  Investigative reporter Robert Riggs uncovered that the al leged ki l ler was out on early parole.  

He was convicted of c apital  murder but his sentence was later overturned due to issues with the 

forensic evidence.  Prosecutors insist they got the right man. The controversy continues over who 

ki l led Ashley.

EPISODE 5: ASHLEY’s LAWs

Wendell  Shackleford bec ame one of the “top 15 fugit ives” in the nation wanted by U.S.  Marshals. 

Shackleford’s drug ring acquired chemic als to manufacture huge quantit ies of methamphetamine 

in an abandoned c attle rendering plant near Hamilton,  Texas.  Wendell ’s gir lfr iend, a Houston girl 

with a meth habit ,  was his f irst known victim. Wendell  strangled her with an electric cord,  stuffed 

her body into a 55-gallon barrel ,  and f i l led it  with l ime powder to decompos e it .  When Shackleford 

suspected that Jack Wil ltrout,  a partner in the drug ring,  was stealing,  he shot Wil ltrout in the head 

and took his body to an abandoned rendering plant where they incinerated it  for twenty-four hours. 

Forensic s experts identif ied a “ Wrangler ” brand zipper (the pants Jack commonly wore),  a glass 

piece that matched Jack’s glass es prescription,  and a tooth-c ap that matched Jack’s dental  records. 

Shackleford received a l i fe s entence in federal  prison.

EPISODE 7: Murder, Mayhem, and MethamphetamineS

35-year old Matt Baker was a charismatic Baptist preacher idolized by his church congregation.  His 

31-year old wife Kari ,  described as the perfect pastor ’s wife,  was reported to have committed suicide 

in 2006 on the anniversary of the death of their  daughter.  Karie left  a typed note on her bedside table 

before she overdosed on sleeping pil ls.  It  read “I  want to give Kassidy a hug, I  need to feel  her again.” 

Her husband Matt c alled 911 a few minutes after midnight to report her apparent suicide.  Police 

dispatched to the preacher ’s home c alled a Justice of the Peace and read him the suicide note.  They 

agreed not to order an autopsy,  and the Justice of the Peace didn’t  even come out to the house that 

night to pronounce Kari  dead, as is required by Texas law. But Kari ’s three aunts suspected their  niece 

was the victim of foul  play.  They heard rumors that Matt l ived a secret l i fe in which he sexually preyed 

upon young vulnerable women. The trio started their  own investigation and eventually exposed the 

preacher as a murderer.
